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I.  BASEBALL REGULATIONS

A.  Playing Rules-Rules shall be the most current addition of the NCAA baseball rules with exception of local ground rules and the 5 innings, 10 run mercy rule.
NOTE:  This includes all speed-up rules and optional substitutions as printed.

B. The home team will be responsible for the following:

1.Official scorer

2. Furnishing two registered umpires

3. Furnishing information for the visiting teams at least one week in advance to include:

a.  Date and time of contest

b.  Location of and directions to field

c.  Officials

d.  Eating and lodging available in area

e.  Uniforms

C. Both teams will exchange rosters at least one week in advance.  Rosters should include:

1. Number

2. Name

3. Class

4. Position

II.  BASEBALL REGION TOURNAMENT

A.  Site-A single site to be awarded for a period of two years at a time, to be selected by the Region Athletic Directors at the Spring Meetings. 

B. Team Selection-The top six teams from Michigan will be determined by a proportional representation from the top finishers in each conference.  The seventh team will be the Southern Division Sub-regional tournament champion.  The eighth team will be the Southern Division Sub-regional tournament runner-up.

C.  Entries

1. All teams are to send team rosters, including name, height, position, number, class, and hometown, along with a standardized team photo to the tournament director when requested.

2. Notice of non-participation or problems with the.500 rule must be received by the tournament director 14 calendar days prior to the tournament.

3.  Once a team has signed a confirmation of entry form, they are obligated to pay the entry fee, whether they attend or not.  Entry fees must be paid before the tournament starts.

D. Draw-The Region XII Tournament will be a seeded, eight team, double-elimination tournament.

F. Tie Breaker Procedures for seeding Michigan Conference Teams

1. Two Team Tie:  Tie breakers will be determined by the best win/loss record against each other.  If a tie still exists, compare each tied team’s record against the team occupying the highest position in the standings and continue down through the standings until one team gains the advantage, thereby winning the higher position.  (Should an uneven number of games be played vs. a common opponent, the formula for men’s basketball (1.c) will be followed).  If the tie still exists, a coin flip conducted by the baseball chairperson will determine the tournament seed.

2.  Multiple (Three or more teams):  Compare the combined record of each of the tied teams against the other teams involved in the tie until an advantage is gained.  (Example:  Team A’s combined record against both Team B and Team C, as compared to B’s combined record against both A and C, etc.).
If multiple tie still exists, compare each of the tied team’s records against the team occupying the highest position in the standings until the tie is reduced to a two-team tie (at which time revert to the two-team procedure) or until the tie is broken.

3.  Last Seed:  If there is a tie for the final berth in the Regional tournament, the win/loss records between the colleges involved will prevail.  Should that still result in a tie, a one game play-off will be used as the tie breaker prior to the Thursday before the Region XII tournament, at a mutually agreed upon site.

G. Team selection in Even Numbered Years (starting 2002)

1. The champion and runner up of the OCCAC will be awarded automatic bids to the 

Region XII tournament. Only conference games played against Division II institutions will be factored into the standings.  100% of all Division II conference games must be complete. Every attempt shall be made to complete all conference games in Ohio, including those against Division I and III colleges.  If a school has the best record but hasn’t played 100% of the Division II conference games, they must compete in the Sub District tournament.  

2. The remaining two Ohio schools and Vincennes University will then play in a double elimination Sub District tournament to determine the third berth from the Southern region.  If Vincennes wins the Sub District tournament they will receive the Southern Division number one seed to the Region XII tournament.

3. If a team decides not to play in the tournament then the two remaining schools will play a best of three game series as outlined in E. (1) to determine the third berth.

H. Team selection in Odd Numbered Years (starting 2003)

1. The champion of the Ohio conference will receive an automatic berth (#1 southern seed) to the District tournament. 

2. The remaining schools will play in a double elimination Sub District tournament to determine the second southern berth (#2 southern seed) to the Region XII tournament.

3.   The Sub District tournament will be a double elimination tournament played at the site

 4.  If in the year the host school for the tournament gets an automatic berth to the Region XII tournament and does not compete in the Sub District tournament, the next school in the rotation will host the tournament for that year.  If the above happens, the school that receives this automatic berth will lose their ‘host school status’ until the next time around in the rotation.

I.  Tournament Site-The tournament site will be selected by the Athletic Directors and whenever possible, shall be for two years.
Factors to be considered in site selection:
1.  The number and quality of playing diamonds
2.  Lighted fields
3.  Shower and locker facilities
4.  Seating facilities
5.  Availability of college-quality officials
6.  Suitable eating and lodging facilities
7.  Geographic suitability of the site

J. Tournament Bid-Colleges desiring to host the Region XII Tournament should submit bids to the Regional Directors and give the information listed above and, also list other facilities of services available.  All bids should be submitted at the spring legislative assembly.

K.  Duties of the Tournament Manager

1. Be responsible for the playing site

2. Be responsible for attracting an scheduling quality umpires 

3. Be responsible for pre-game and post-game publicity 

4. Be responsible for providing each competing team with information relating to opponents, site, time, meals, lodging, etc.

5. Be responsible for making decisions about game postponement prior to the start of a game

6. Be responsible for making the decision regarding changing the tournament from double elimination to single elimination based on inclement weather conditions.

7. All protests will be answered immediately by the tournament manager or by person(s) designated by him H.  Be responsible for handling any other problems that arise concerning this tournament

8. Be responsible for handling any other problems that arise concerning the tournament.

L. Finance-A suitable fee per team will be charged to cover the expenses of the tournament.

M. The tournament shall be double elimination.  NJCAA Rules will be followed (same as MCAA except as modified).  Where possible, batting practice will be taken off the regular field(s).

N. Awards

1.  Championship and Runner-Up Awards. 

2.  All Tournament, Defensive Player of the Year and Most Valuable Player awards.

III.  ALL REGIONAL XII TEAM SELECTION

A. A meeting will be held on the Thursday preceding the Regional Tournament and at the tournament site. Regional coaches must be present to vote.  

B. Eleven players will be chosen with the eleventh player being a Designated Hitter.

C. All players, with the exception of the Designated Hitter, will be ranked in order to overall ability one through ten.  The team should include 4 infielders, 3 Outfielders, 1 Catcher, 2 Pitchers, and 1 Designated hitter.  

D.  Coaches must submit statistics and supporting documentation of each player nominated.  A head and shoulders photo must accompany each player selected to the All-Region Team.  A player will not be nominated without this supporting information.  

IV. COACH OF THE YEAR

The Coach of the Year will be the coach of the Region Champions.

V.  NATIONAL RATINGS 

All coaches are to make known to the Baseball Chairman, by Tuesday of each week, their selections for national ranking.  The Chairman will forward the results to the Region Director every Wednesday morning.  

VI.  USE OF TOBACCO PROHIBITED

The use of tobacco products by any coach, player, official or other individual involved in the conducting of any NJCAA sanctioned or sponsored regular season or post season play is prohibited within the confines of the playing area.  Any individual not in compliance shall be disqualified from further participation in that contest.

VII. ALL AMERICAN SELECTIONS

All-American selections are made at the National Championship games and are made from information provided from each Region’s All-Region selections.  All of the All-Region team selection information will be forwarded to the proper channels by the baseball chairperson..  
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
