BASKETBALL-DIVISION IItc "BASKETBALL-DIVISION II"
I.  BASKETBALL REGULATIONS-REGULAR SEASON

A.  All games are to be played in accordance with the official basketball rules of the N CAA as adopted by the National Basketball Committee except as noted here.

B.  All member schools should receive a basketball schedule from all other 
Region XII schools by November 1 of the current season. (The schedules for all MCCAA schools will be available on the www.mccaa.org web site by November 1 of each year.)

C.  All games will be played on a minimum court of 84 x 50 and preferably on a maximum floor of 94 x 50.  It is the responsibility of the home team  to provide a facility which meets these specifications.  Facilities shall be opened at least one hour before game time, and the floor shall be available one-half hour before game time.

D.  Beginning with the 2000-2001 season, the Spalding WCTF-1000 will be used in all NJCAA Region XII contests.

E.  The home team will be responsible for the following:

1.  Furnishing sanctioned officials of the state or national associations.

2.  Send the following information to the visiting team at least one week in advance of the contest:  for all MCCAA schools will be available on the www.mccaa.org web site by November 1 of each year.)

a.  Date and time of game.

b.  Appropriate maps identifying travel routes, location of the gymnasium, and eating and lodging establishments in the local areas should be requested from the host school whenever necessary.

3.  Home team is to provide water, a minimum of three bench towels, and a minimum of 6 approved basketballs for the visitors.

F.  The visiting teams will be responsible for: 

1. Sending a complete roster including name, number, position, height, weight, year, high school, and hometown.  This should be sent so that it arrives at least one week preceding the contest. (Note:  Rosters for all MCCAA schools will be available on the www.mccaa.org web site by November 1 of each year.)

II.  REGION XII CHAMPIONSHIP

A.  District Tournaments

1. Region XII will determine two District Champions, both of which will qualify for the Division II National Tournament.  The districts will be comprised of the following:

a.  District 7-Ohio

b.  District 8-Michigan and Indiana
2. Site and entry fees for the Division II tournament will be determined by bid.  A two year bid should be submitted in writing to the Region XII Athletic Directors in the Fall meeting.  

3. Officials-The tournament officials will be assigned by the Directors of Officials and paid 

$10 more that the highest conference pay.

4. Tournament Structure-The Division II seeded tournament will follow the plan outlined in detail attached.

a.  The numbers on the right indicate the season finish position for the 16 Michigan schools.  The numbers on the left indicate their corresponding seed position for a 16 team tournament.

b.  A committee of three, consisting of the Division II District Tournament Director. the Regional Basketball Chair, and a member of the Executive Committee will be responsible for the seeding for the tournament if there are over or under 16 schools participating.

c.  When a school does not qualify for the state tournament, they will be seeded according to their conference finish.

d.  A school that is not permitted to participate in  their state tournament will automatically receive the lowest seed for the Regional.

e. In the event that more than sixteen teams are entered, a play in system will be utilized.  The additional teams will be seeded by conference finish.  When two teams finished in the same position in their respective conference, the tie will be broken by coin flip.

5.  The official ball to be used for the tournament shall be the Spalding WCTF-1000.

6. Teams in the tournament may only video tape games in which they are playing.

B.  Tournament Information-Publicity

Teams entering the Division II tournament must have their rosters, including name, height, weight, age, position, number, class, and hometown, along with a standardized team photo (5x7 black and white glossy print) with numbers readable, to the Tournament Director postmarked by February 16.  This information must be accompanied by a signed declaration and entry fee to participate in the Regional Tournament.  If a school does not confirm participation by the deadline date, they will not be permitted to enter the tournament.  If a school confirms participation and later defaults, the following will result:

1.  That team's opponent will advance to the next round.

2.  The involved school must pay the required entry fee.

3.  That school will be ineligible for participating in the Region Tournament in the following year.

C.  Awards-Division II

1.  First Place Trophy

2.  Second Place Trophy

3.  First Place Team Awards

III.  ALL REGION AWARDS

A.  A 15-member All Region Team will be selected by a vote of the basketball coaches.   Competing colleges from the states of Ohio and Indiana shall ballot and determine five (5) representatives from their area of the Region.  Competing colleges from the Eastern Conference of Michigan shall ballot and determine five (5) representatives from their area of the Region.  Competing colleges from the Western Conference of Michigan shall ballot and determine five (5) representatives from their area of the Region. All balloting will be conducted by the Basketball Committee Chairman. 

B.  The Prentice Ryan Award

After each of the three (3) areas of the Region have selected their five (5) representatives, the coaches of each area will identify the Number 1 player in their area.  The Basketball Committee will then select one of those top three players as the winner of the Prentice Ryan Award.  This player will be recognized as the Region XII Player of the Year.

C.  Region XII All-American Candidates

1. For the Division II All-American candidacy, the coaches of the three conferences  will each submit two ranked names  to the Basketball Committee for their consideration.  

2. The Basketball Committee will rank the players from 1-6.  The top four will be the region’s All America nominees.

3. The 2nd ranked player from one conference cannot be ranked above the 1st ranked player from his conference in the committee’s ranking.

D.  The Region XII Coaches of the Year for Division II will be the coaches of the District Championship teams.

E.  Awards will be selected and distributed by the Region Director or his designee.
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
