I.  FORMAT

A.  The Region XII Bowling Tournament will be a two day tournament and will consist of three games of singles, three doubles, and six team games rolled in the above order.  The tournament will follow the same format as the NJCAA National Tournament.

B.  The Men's and Women's Tournaments will be separate but held at the same time.

II.  BIDS

A.  Bids for the Region XII Bowling Meet will be made at the Spring Meeting.

III.  SITE AND DATE

A.  The tournament will be held at least one week prior to the NJCAA Bowling Tournament.  The Region XII Tournament will not be a qualifier for the NJCAA Tournament.

B.  Entry fees will be determined by the host school and included in the bid submission.  The entry deadline will be three weeks prior to the tournament.

IV  SCORING

A.  Scoring will be on a scratch basis.

B.  No blind scores will be allowed.  Substitutions can be made at any time during the game.  The score will be credited to the original bowler.  A substituted  bowler is not eligible for all events.  A substituted bowler cannot reenter until the next game.

V  AWARDS

A.  The All Region Men's Bowling Team and Coach of the Year will be selected based on the Region XII Tournament finish.

1.  The Men's All Region Tournament Team will be composed of the first five finishers in all events.

2.  The Coach of the Year will be the coach of the winning team.

B.  The Region XII Bowling Tournament Committee will be appointed by the Bowling Chairman.  It will consist of three members and will make all final decisions concerning bowling at the Region XII Bowling Tournament.

C.  An All Region XII Tournament will be selected with awards out of tournament expenses.

D.  Refer to Regulation A on Trophies and Awards for authorized awards.

VI.  ENTRIES

A.  Schools may enter singles and/or doubles without entering as a team.  The entry fee will be prorated according to the number of entrants.
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
