AND REGION XII"
The National Junior College Athletic Association was conceived in 1937 at Fresno, California, and organized into a functioning organization on May 14, 1938.  However, it was not until after World War II when, after entries were received from all over the country for an invitational basketball tournament at Compton, California, the NJCAA recognized the need for a national basketball program.  Compton invited the Association to call a special meeting in connection with the 1947 tournament, out of which came the Association's present regional and national tournament plan.

The country was divided into eight districts, and regional tournaments were held to qualify  the winner and runner-up teams to a national tournament at Springfield, Missouri in 1948.  Jackson, Michigan won the first Region XII Basketball Championship.  Other Region XII schools participating in 1947-48 were Grand Rapids, Henry Ford, Joliet, IL, and Wright, IL.

The 1949 National Tournament was held in Hutchinson, KS, and the NJCAA again reorganized:  this time to the present format of five national officers and sixteen regional vice-presidents.  Benton Harbor won the 1949 Region XII Basketball Tournament and Perry Goranson of Joliet Junior College was elected the first Region XII Director in 1950.

In 1959 the NJCAA approved a National Championship in Baseball and National Invitational Tournaments in Golf, Tennis, Wrestling and Cross Country were established.

Further restructuring of the NJCAA in 1968, 1973, and 1984 expanded the NJCAA to include the current 24 regions.  A major change in the NJCAA structure came in 1975 when the Women's Division was established.  National Championships in Basketball, Volleyball, and Tennis were approved in 1975.   Emily Manwaring of Jackson Community College was elected as the first Region XII Women's Director.

In 1986 Men's  Basketball became the first NJCAA approved sport to offer Division I and II Championships.  Most other sports followed suite in the ‘90’s and by 2000, three divisions of competition was conducted in most sports.

Women’s Golf was re-introduced to the NJCAA in 1998 as a certified sport and National Invitational Tournament was conducted.  In 2000 Women’s Golf became an official National Championship.
