SOFTBALL-Division II
I.  SOFTBALL REGULATIONS-REGULAR SEASON

A.  All games are to be played in accordance with the official NCAA fast pitch rules. 

B.  The home team will be responsible for the following:

1.  Official scorer.

2.  Furnishing two NCAA registered umpires

3.  The official softball shall be the ball used at the NJCAA Tournament. (specifics can be found in the NJCAA Handbook) 2009 = Dudley 4N-134 .47 compression
4. Providing water for visiting team's bench.

5.  It is highly recommended that a certified trainer is on the site for games.

C.  All teams are to provide team rosters and maps to game sites by March 1 of each year on the MCCAA or OCCAC site.  Rosters should include:

1.  Name

2.  Class

3.  Position

4.  Number

II.  REGION CHAMPIONSHIPS

A. District Tournaments

1. Region XII will determine two District Champions, both of which will qualify for the Division II National Tournament.  The Districts will be comprised of the following schools, based upon geographic location: 

a. District E (West)- Ancilla, Glen Oaks, Grand Rapids, Jackson, Kalamazoo Valley, Kellogg, Lake Michigan, Lansing, Muskegon, Owens
b. District F (East)- Alpena, Cuyahoga, Delta, Henry Ford, Lakeland, Macomb, Mott, Oakland, St Clair.

2.  The NCAA 8 run mercy and tie-breaker rules will apply to all tournaments games except the championship game.
          3. The highest seed will remain the home team throughout the tournament.

B. Site

1. The District Championships will be held at the same site.  The site and entry fees will be determined by bid.  The bid should be submitted in writing at the Spring AD meetings.  A site will be awarded for a two year period by the Region. 

           2.  Bids should include

 a. Dates

 b. Facilities, lights, etc. 

 c. Financial arrangements

 d. Miscellaneous

 e. Regulation fields must be provided with official fast pitch home run fences. The fences may be temporary fences.
C. Entries

1. All teams are to send team rosters, including name, height, position, number, class, and hometown, along with a standardized team photo (5 X 7 black/white, glossy print) with readable numbers to the tournament director by April 15.

2. Notice of non-participation or problems with the .500 rule must be received by the tournament director 14 calendar days prior to the tournament.

3. Once a team has signed a confirmation of entry form, they are obligated to pay the entry fee whether they attend or not.  Entry fees must be paid before the tournament starts.

D.  Tournament Structure

1. The District tournaments will be seeded, six team double elimination tournaments. 

2. Six teams will qualify for each District Championship.  The teams will be determined by a proportional representation from each conference.  If a district has less than 6 teams enter, the brackets will be adjusted accordingly.
3.Teams will be seeded by their conference finish using their respective conference tie-breaking procedures..

E.  Seeding-Both Districts E and F will be seeded the same way.

1. The sixth seed will be given to the team with the best winning percentage in their conference play.  In case of a tie, a one game playoff at a neutral site will determine the 6th seed.

2. In odd years when Ohio is the #1 seed, the Ohio representative must be the OCCAC Champion.  If not, the other rotation will be used.  

3. If Ohio does not send a representative to the District Tournament and they are not the number one seed, all seeds will move up one spot and another Michigan team will fill in at the bottom.  The rotations would move on as normal.

G.  Awards

1.  First place team trophy and 18 individual awards for each District.

2.  Second place team trophy

3.  All Tournament Team

a. A nine player All Tournament Team will receive individual awards to be selected by the Tournament Director.

b. This team will be selected by three impartial judges appointed by the Tournament 

    Director.

c. The cost of these awards will be a tournament expense.

4.  A Coach of the Year award will be given to the coach of the District Champion.

H.  Officials

1. The officials will be assigned by the Tournament Director and the host school softball assigner.

2.  The officials will be NCAA certified.

 I.  In case of rain, the tournament will be extended to Saturday if necessary.  Championship games will be played to their completion.

III. ALL REGION AWARDS

       A.  An 18 player All-Region Team will be selected by a vote of the softball coaches.

Competing colleges from the OCCAC, MCCAA-East and MCCAA-West will ballot and  

    determine the top players from their conference to be represented on the All Region  

    team.

1.  The MCCAA-West and MCCAA-East top 7 All Conference selections, and the OCCAC top 4 All Conference selections will receive automatic All Region awards.

3.  The proportions will be reviewed each spring at the coaches meeting.

IV. ALL AMERICAN SELECTIONS 

A.  All American nominations must be submitted to the Region Director @ the Region XII Coaches Meeting. All American selections must have been already selected to the All Region team.  During the coaches meeting at the Regional tournament coaches may speak on behalf of their players.

B.  The Region Director will develop a ballot of the Region's All-American nominees and distribute this ballot at the coaches Regional meeting.  The coaches will vote for the designated number of players according to the National Office guidelines.  Coaches may vote for their own players.

C. The Region Director will forward the Region's nominees to the National Softball Committee Chairperson by the stated deadline on the All-American Nomination form.
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
