SOFTBALL-Division IIItc "SOFTBALL-Division III"
I.  SOFTBALL REGULATIONS-REGULAR SEASON

A.  All games are to be played in accordance with the official NCAA fast pitch rules with the following addition:  A “halted” game will be played until the game is complete.  The two teams involved will re-schedule and continue the game where it was left off.

B.  The home team will be responsible for the following:

1.  Official scorer.

2.  Furnishing two NCAA registered umpires

3.  Furnishing information for the visiting teams at least one week in advance to include:

a.  Date and time of contest

b.  Location of and directions to field

c.  Officials

d.  Eating and lodging available in area

e.  Uniforms

4.  The official softball shall be the ball used at the NJCAA National Tournament.

5.  Providing water for visiting team's bench.

C.  Both teams will exchange rosters at least one week in advance.  Rosters should include:

1.  Name

2.  Class

3.  Position

4.  Number

II.  SOFTBALL REGION/DISTRICT TOURNAMENT
     The Region VI representative will participate in Region XII’s Region Tournament in the years when Region VI only has one school participating.

A.  Site and Date

1. The site will be alternated each year between Clark State and Columbus State.  Clark State will host in even years and Columbus State will host in odd years.

2. The playoff will take place two weekends prior to the National Tournament.

     B.  Format

1. The tournament will be a double elimination format.

2. In years when there is a bye, the Region Director will draw for the bye on the 

  confirmation deadline.

3. The team winning the double elimination tournament will be the District G representative to the National Tournament.

4. The home team will be determined by a coin-flip conducted by the plate official during the pre-game meeting.

5. There will be a $300 entry fee payable to the host school.

6. Game times will be determined by the Tournament Director and Region Director.

7. The tournament will be played on Friday and Saturday.  In case of rain, the tournament will be extended to Sunday if necessary.

8. The “halted” game rule will be used for tournament play.
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C. Officials

1. The Tournament Director will secure officials for the games.

2. Three officials per game will be used for all tournament play.

D.  Entries

1. All teams are to send team rosters, including name, height, position, number, class, and hometown, along with a standardized team photo (5x7 black/white, glossy print) with readable numbers to the tournament director by April 15.

2. Confirmation of entry must be received by April 15.

3. Once a team has signed a confirmation of entry form, they are obligated to pay the entry fee whether they attend or not.  Entry fees must be paid before the tournament starts.

E.  Awards

1.  First place team trophy and 18 individual awards

2.  Second place team trophy

3.  All Tournament Team

a. The nine player All Tournament Team will receive individual awards to be selected by the Tournament Director.

b. This team will be selected by three impartial judges appointed by the Tournament Director.

c. The cost of these awards will be a tournament expense.

d. If only two teams participate, the number of all tournament players selected will be 7,  

    regardless of position.
III.  ALL REGION AWARDS

A. All Region Selection

1. A 6 member All-Region team will be selected by vote of the coaches.

2. Each coach will nominate their top 4 players prior to the Region Tournament.  The winner of the tournament will have their top 4 players on the All Region Team, and the losing team will have their top 2 players named to the All Region Team.

IV.  ALL AMERICAN SELECTIONS 

A.  All American nominations must be submitted to the Region Director by the stated deadline on the All-American Nomination form.  During the coaches meeting at the Regional tournament coaches may speak on behalf of their players.

B.  The Region Director will develop a ballot of the Region's All-American nominees and distribute this ballot at the coaches Regional meeting.  The coaches will vote for the designated number of players according to the National Office guidelines.  Coaches may vote for their own players.

C. The Region Director will forward the Region's nominees to the National Softball Committee Chairperson by the stated deadline on the All-American Nomination form.
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
