WOMEN'S DIVISION REGULATION - M

VOLLEYBALL-Division II
I.  REGULAR SEASON

A.  All matches are to be played in accordance with the official NCAA Volleyball Rules. 

B.  The official volleyball shall be the NJCAA approved soft leather 18 panel ball.
C.  The home team shall be responsible for the following:

1.  Furnishing towels for the visiting team.

2.  Providing two officials, both of which must be USAV or PAVO rated.

3.  Furnishing the following information sent to the visiting team at least one week in advance:

a. Date, time

b. Location of gymnasium where match will be played

c. Officials-optional

d. Eating and lodging establishments available in the area

4.  Furnishing a trained scorer.

5.  The home team will provide warm-up balls for both teams of equal quality and quantity.
D.  Both teams are responsible to exchange detailed roster information (to include height, class, uniform number and color) at least one week in advance of contest.

II. REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

A.  District Tournaments

1. Region XII will determine two District Champions, both of which will qualify for the Division II National Tournament.  The Districts will be comprised of the following schools, based upon geographic location: 

a. District E (East)-Alpena,  Columbus State, Cuyahoga, Delta,  Henry Ford, Lakeland, Macomb, Mott, Oakland, Schoolcraft, St. Clair County, Wayne County, Owens 
b. District F (West)-Ancilla, Edison, Glen Oaks, Grand Rapids, Jackson,  Kalamazoo Valley, Kellogg, Lake Michigan, Lansing, Muskegon, Sinclair, Vincennes, 
B.  Entries

1.  Teams considering entering the Regional Tournament must have their rosters, including name, height, position, number, class and high school along with a team photograph with numbers readable to the Tournament Director 30 calendar days prior to the start of the Region Tournament.  (Team photos must be 5x7 color printed on glossy paper, or on a disk or CD with print resolution of 300 dpi or higher).

2.  Confirmation of entry, signed by the coach and athletic director, must be received by the Tournament Director by Monday, three weeks prior to the start of the tournament.  If a school has the .500 rule, they must indicate so on the confirmation form and have an additional week to confirm their entry.  This confirmation of entry should be sent by certified mail.  Once a qualifying team has signed the confirmation of entry form, they are obligated to pay the entry fee whether they attend or not.  If the team is not a qualifying team at the time of the deadline for entry, the school is allowed an additional week (2 weeks prior to the Tournament) to submit a signed confirmation. Should the determination of qualification require the full completion of the conference schedule, the school Athletic Director must contact the Tournament and Regional Director to verify their situation with entry being submitted within 24 hours of qualifying.  Entry fees should be paid before the tournament starts.  If the entry fee has been submitted and the team does not qualify according to the above guidelines, the fee will be returned. Tournament packet needs to match regional guidelines.

3.  If a qualifying team chooses not to participate, the vacant seed would be open to another 

Region XII school with the determination of seed by a) head to head, b) overall record or match 

percentage, c) coin flips (if needed). NOTE: in order to properly schedule game personnel for this tournament, a determination would be made one week PRIOR to the first day of the tournament (i.e. tournament starts Friday, final selection made Friday prior), if at all possible.
C.  Procedures

1.
The Regional Tournaments will be an eight team qualifying tournament.


a.
The East (District E) will consist of the top six finishing teams in the MCCAA East and the two highest finishers in the OCCAC participating in the east district


b.
The West (District F) will consist of the top five finishing teams in the MCCAA West, the two highest finishers in the OCCAC participating in the west district and Vincennes.  If Vincennes does not enter the tournament the sixth place finisher in the MCCAA will replace them and seeding will be the same as the east.
2.
The tournament should be a three day double elimination tournament, preferably held on Friday, Saturday and Sunday (Thursday, Friday and Saturday if necessary for the host school)  

3.
Officials should come from the MCCAA West, MCCAA East and the Ohio.

4.   Rosters are not limited, but only 14 player awards per team will be given out.

5. All matches will consist of the best 3 of 5 games.  

6. There will be a 30 minute rest period before the start of warm-ups for any team that plays consecutive matches.

7. No more than 3 matches shall be played on one day.

8.
The standard sequence of 4-4-5-5 will be used for all matches.

9.
 NCAA rules and NJCAA exceptions (in Handbook) will be followed in the tournament
10.   No experimental rules will be used in District Tournament Play.

11.  The Region XII coaches meeting will be the first night of the tournament 30 minutes after the conclusion of all matches.

D.  Tournament Bid
Tournament bids are for two years and should be submitted a year in advance to the Region XII Women's Director and signed by the host school.  Included in the bid should be:

1.  Dates

2.  Facilities

3.  Financial arrangements

4.  Housing

5.  Miscellaneous

F.  Awards
1.  First place team plaque and 14 individual medals for each District Championship team.

2.  Second place team plaque in each District.

3.  All Tournament Team in each District (six players)
     4. All Region Team (20 players which must be all conference) 
G.  Officials
1.  The Tournament Director will develop a list of officials from recommendations of member colleges.  The Tournament Director will send this list to Region XII coaches who will identify those who are unacceptable.

2.  The Tournament Director will assign officials from this list using the coaches' recommendations whenever feasible.  The Tournament Director will attempt to hire one-third of the officials from the East, one-third from the West and one-third from Ohio and Indiana.

    3.  The Tournament Director will appoint a head official for the Tournament.  All officials must be USAV or PAVO rated.

H. 
Line Judges

1. The Tournament Director in coordination with the Head Official will secure trained Line Judge 

     personnel with attention to managing overall tournament costs at the District Tournament.
III. ALL TOURNAMENT AWARDS

A. The six player All Tournament team for each District will receive individual awards which will be included as a tournament expense. 

    1.   Selection of the All Tournament Team will be by a committee of at least three evaluators appointed by the Tournament Director.

    2.  To give input to the evaluators, after each match, each coach will vote for one player from the opposing team and one player from their team.  Ballots must be complete, or the entire ballot will not be accepted.

B.   The Region Coach of the Year will be selected at the Tournament Coaches' meeting.                                              

IV. SELECTION PROCESS FOR ALL REGION TEAM

A.  A 20 player All-Region Team will be selected by a vote of the volleyball coaches.

B. Competing colleges from the OCCAC, MCCAA-East and MCCAA-West will ballot and determine the top players from their conferences to be represented on the All Region Team.  

    1. The OCCAC, MCCAA-East, and MCCAA-West will each have 6 selections.  Vincennes will receive 2 All Region placements if they submit a player(s).  If not, the remaining slots will be selected at large.

    2. The proportions will be reviewed each fall at the coaches meeting.

C. The remaining representatives will come from nominations at-large.  These nominations shall be presented and voted upon at the Region coaches meeting. 

D. No coach may vote for his/her own player.  You must vote for 2 other players.  The 2 players receiving the highest number of votes will be added to the pre-selected players to form the 20 player All-Region Team.  

V.  PLAYER OF THE YEAR

The Player of the Year shall be the top All-American vote receiver and will receive a plaque awarded at the conclusion of the Region Tournament.

VI. ALL AMERICAN NOMINATION
      The All American nomination for Volleyball must be submitted according to the NJCAA guidelines including:

· Using the All-American Nomination form found on the website  

· Coach or designated representative must be present to present their nomination
· Coaches in attendance will vote placing nominations in rank order (i.e. 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1)

· A total of six (6) will be recommended in ranked order to the Regional Director

· Packet must be completed and ready for next day mail to Regional Director (2 individual glossy color photos, stats, printed from the NCAA website to be included – these guidelines are listed on the website – www.njcaa.org)

· Submission of nominations is preferred at the time of registration for the District Tournament, but must be available prior to the start of the Coaches meeting.

· Awards are mailed next day to the Regional Director by the Regional sport chair
