WOMEN’S DIVISION REGULATION  - F

GOLFtc "GOLF"
I.  SELECTION OF TOURNAMENT SITE

A.  College or organizations wishing to host the NJCAA Region XII Championship Golf Tournament must submit a written bid to the Region XII Director prior to the annual Spring meeting.

B.  The Region Director will place all bids or requests before the Athletic Directors for action at the Spring meeting.

II.  TOURNAMENT DATES

A.  The NJCAA Region XII Championship Golf Tournament shall be held annually the third week of May unless otherwise agreed upon by the Region XII membership.

III.  SPONSOR'S PRE-TOURNAMENT RESPONSIBILITIES

The Director of the tournament shall send entry information to qualifying individuals and teams and shall notify participants of the time schedules and program details pertinent to the tournament.

IV.  QUALIFICATION OF TEAMS AND MEDALIST FOR COMPETITION

A.  Any member of Region XII filing women’s golf eligibility can send a team or individual to compete in the Region XII Golf Tournament.

V.  TOURNAMENT RULES AND PROCEDURES

A.  It is the Tournament Director's sole responsibility to run the Regional Tournament by the policies of the NJCAA and the USGA.

B.  The tournament shall be scheduled on a course that will permit any eligible participant to compete.

C.  The Region XII Golf Tournament will consist of thirty six (36) holes of medal play.

D.  Teams shall consist of a minimum of four players and a maximum of six.  No more than six players may compete for a college.

E. The team score shall consist of the total of the four lowest players on the team, on each 18 holes.  The team with the lowest total shall be the champion.

F. In the event of a team tie for the championship and/or the runner-up spots, there will be a sudden death playoff.  In breaking a tie for either of these positions, a total of six players will play each designated hole, and the best four scores of each team on each hole will be used to break the tie. 

G.  In the event of inclement weather, the tournament shall be decided by the last completed round (18 holes).

H.  In the event a round cannot be completed due to inclement weather or darkness, play shall be suspended and completed the following day.  If fourteen (14) holes are not completed by all players, the complete round shall be cancelled.  Players intentionally playing slow to force cancellation shall be penalized two strokes.  If slow play continues, the player or players involved shall be disqualified.  Decisions concerning penalty strokes, disqualification, suspension of play, and cancellation of a round shall be made by the Rules Committee and the Tournament Director.

I.  Players may be penalized for failure to observe proper etiquette.  Such penalties will be assessed by the Rules Committee.

J. With respect to individual competition, in the event of ties for Region medalist and/or 

national tournament berths, there shall be a sudden death playoff.  All other top ten ties shall be decided by matching scorecards of the last completed round on the basis of the last nine holes.  If the tying players have the same score for the last nine, determine the winner on the basis of the last six holes, last three holes, and finally the 18th hole.  In the rare case this does not break the tie, use the front nine scores in the same manner.
K. No caddies or carts (pull or electric) will be permitted unless special permission is granted by the Tournament Director because of a physical handicap. Coaches may not take carts on the course to coach.

L. No players will be permitted back on the tournament course after completing a round 

except during playoffs.  The penalty for breaking this rule is 2 strokes added to the score posted that day by that player.  There is no penalty for congregating in the immediate vicinity of the 18th green.

M.  Pairings will be made by the Tournament Chairman on day prior to the playing date.  When possible, both the first and tenth tees will be used.  No more than one player from a team may be paired in the same threesome.  Tee times will be assigned within the men’s regional and grouped together if possible  If no other woman golfer is available, the tournament director will provide a marker to play with the female golfer.  These tee times are to be posted at the course 24 hours prior to the first tee time.

N.  A two stroke penalty shall be assessed for missing an assigned tee time.  If any members of the assigned group has holed out the first hole of play, the late player will be disqualified.

O.  Each player will have an official scorecard.  Competitors are to exchange cards at their starting tee.  At the completion of the round, each player will verify his/her score on his/her official card, and both the scorekeeper and competitor will sign that card.  This card will represent the official score and will be used in accordance with the USGA rules.  In questions needing a ruling, the competitors must consult the rules committee before signing the scorecard.  Note:  In the second round the cards should be exchanged again so that each player is keeping track of a different player than he/she did the first round.  Remember that each participant is responsible for verifying the accuracy of the score of the person whose card he/she is marking.  The integrity of the tournament depends upon the accurate completion of this task.

Q.  All participants must be supervised by a person designated by the college.  Student participants will not assume this responsibility.  There will be no advice exchanged between competitors, teammates, or players while playing on the course.

R.  Non-metal spikes will be required of all participants.

S. Any eligible player who qualifies for the region tournament and has attained the age of 55 or greater, may, upon request, utilize a cart during the tournament.

VI.  NATIONAL QUALIFIERS

A.  Division II-The national qualifying golfers will be selected as follows:

1. Region XII will send one team (5 players) and 5 individuals when five or less colleges file eligibility.

2. Region XII will send one team (5 players) and 10 individuals when six or seven colleges file eligibility. 

3. The individuals would be the next lowest medallists after the champion team.

VII.  ALL REGION TEAMS

A.  The top three individuals at the Region XII Tournament,

B.  The Coach of the Year Award will be the coach of the Regional Champions.

VIII.  OFFICIALS 

A.  The Tournament Director will hire two qualified monitors to be on the course during the tournament.  

B.  The monitors will serve on the rules committee as determined by the Tournament Director.

C.  Fee’s for these individuals will be divided evenly among the participating schools.

D.  No employee of a member college may serve as one of these monitors.

IX.  TROPHIES AND AWARDS

A.  See Regulation A.  

X.  FINANCES

A.  Each college shall pay its own team expenses.

B.  The entry fee shall be recommended at the time the bid is presented.
