I.      Roll Call

Scott-Women’s Basketball and Volleyball player at Southern State, Dick Shilts-Athletic Director at Kalamazoo Valley, and Scott Vanderweerp-Volleyball Coach at Muskegon..

IV.   Old Business

A. Tom Healey is continuing work on the Tournament Director’s Handbook.  A report will be given in the fall.

V.    New Business

A. Members were reminded to send electronic versions of results and awards from Region and District tournaments to the regional web site administrator.  Changes in personnel must also be reported.  The email address for the administrator is:  admin@njcaaregion12.org.

B. The membership supported having Wayne Baker come in during the fall meetings to give a demonstration on the on-line eligibility procedure.  The Directors will arrange the schedule and agendas after conferring with Wayne.

C. George Killian is retiring this summer and three candidates are being interviewed prior to the Annual Meeting in Colorado Springs.  It was moved and passed to have Norma and Dale purchase a gift up to $100 and write a commendation letter for George. Members were encouraged to write a personal letter for inclusion in a binder that will be presented to George at his retirement dinner.

D. By-Laws Proposals for the NJCAA Annual Meeting

  1.   Constitution.  Article II. Members voted to support the proposed mission statement 24-0.


2.   Article V, Section 4.  Members voted not to support the proposal related to age restriction 0-24.

3. Article V. Section 19 & Article VIII.A. Section 6.  Members voted to support the definition of a scholarship, but oppose the date of calendar year proposed 24-0.  The members supported the definition but was opposed to the date.  It was requested that the directors ask for an amendment to read “An academic year is defined by the financial aid office of each institution.  The members supported an amendment stating: “An academic year is defined by the financial aid office of each institution.”

4. Article V.  Section 12/13.  Members voted to support the on-line eligibility proposal 24-0.  Two questions arose:  Is the schedule part of the form for filing?  Is there confirmation after filing that it was received? Answers from the Annual Meeting:  Yes, there is confirmation which can be printed out and the schedule is not part of the form.  It must be kept on file, but is not sent to the National Office.

5. Article V.  Section 19.9.  Members voted not to support the foreign athlete proposal 6-18.  An amendment was proposed that would use the same numbers of foreign participants, but exempt students who graduate from a high school (GED or home school) within a 50 mile radius of institutions.

6. Article XVI.  Members voted to support the Standards & Ethics Committee proposal 23-1.

E. Owens will bid for the National Volleyball tournament again with the region’s support.  It was moved and passed to assess each school which has Division II Volleyball $100.  This money will be given to Owens to offset the cost of hosting the tournament.  If the bid is accepted (for the tournament beginning in 2005) the Women’s Division will pay the first year of the guarantee.

VI.  Fall Meeting

A. The Fall Region Athletic Director’s Meetings will be September 27 and 28 at Schoolcraft.  The Eligibility Seminar with Wayne Baker will be announced later.
